Booster Resolution

The following procedural resolutions were passed at the Special Meeting of the Booster Organization held July 31, 2003:

Member and Guest Code of Conduct:

Parental Disputes:  The Band Boosters cannot allow the organization or its members to become embroiled in any type of family dispute (either within a family or between families).  As such, if a conflict arises between parents and/or guardians of a student or student(s), the Executive Board may refuse to allow the parents/guardians (and their other family members and friends) to participate in any or all Booster sponsored activities.  This is for the well-being of the students, as well as the booster membership at large.  It does not impact the student’s participation in extracurricular activities, nor does it preclude parents/guardians, family members from attending public events.

If the purpose of the sponsored activity is to raise funds and the student needs a parent to participate in order to help meet the cost of the extracurricular activities, the parent/ guardian with physical custody will be given first priority in participation.  The remaining family members may not participate until the primary custodial parent declines the activity.    

Generally, any individual may be barred from attending or participating in any or all Booster sponsored activity if the individual engages in activities deemed harmful to others or the organization as a whole. 

Resolution Two – Collection of Bad Checks:

The Executive Board may authorize the President of the organization to enter into prosecution for the purpose of collecting bad checks.  The individual who has passed the check must be given 30 days written notice of the impending action mailed to his/her last known address.  Before, during or after the 30 day notice period, the President may also, at his/her discretion, work out payment arrangements with the individual in order to avoid prosecution.  In addition, a $35.00 check charge may be levied against the individual to help cover the administrative cost of collection.
